There is something for everyone at The Sherpherd’s Shanty. Zortman
said that moms of little ones come in for baby bath products, books,
hats/gloves and more. While mom is shopping, the kids can play in
the built in castle, where there are toys, books and puppets waiting
for the kids. She said the castle has even become a hideout for teen-
agers as they check out their social media accounts while mom is
shopping.

Zortman said the name of the store comes from her love of the pic-
ture in the Bible that shows Jesus being the Good Shepherd and us as
His flock. When thinking about the place where the business would
be and comparing where Jesus was born, she decided to look up the
word shanty and found it meant a small, crudely built shack, and The
Shepherd’s Shanty was born!

In Zortman’s words, The Shepherd’s Shanty is a unique little store.
They have now moved out of the 20x20 tent into a bigger building,
and Emma sells baked goods out of the smaller building where The
Shepherd’s Shanty first began. Be sure to check them out!
